 Please read these instructions thoroughly and retain for future reference
 Installation must be carried out in compliance with The Water Fittings Regulations 

and Scottish Water Byelaws. 
 The system must be flushed prior to installation, else it might clog the filter and the 

following phenomenon occurs: discharged water volume is small, or temperature 
cannot be controlled well.

 Minimum and Maximum working pressure : 1 - 5 bar
 Pressures must be equal for optimum performance
 Cold supply on the right.Please do not connect hot and cold water supply lines in 

reverse. This could result in hot water flowing from cold line and cause scalding.
 The feed-water temperature of water shall not exceed 85°C. 

Exceeding 85°may cause scalding, the service life of faucets might be shortened, 
or the faucet might be damaged.

 After installation, please make sure the faucet is securely mounted and checked for
leaks.

Tools required 

 Spanner

 Hammer

 Drill and bit

 PTFE seal tape

 Screw driver

Installation

   

Check for pipes and cables prior to installation.

Mark the positions on wall for installing the shower
column by referring to dimension drawing.

Drill one hole to suit the size of wall plugs.

Insert  the plugs into the drilled hole and tap flush
using a hammer.
 
Fix the mounting seat onto the wall by fastening the
screws.

 
Mount  the eccentric  feet(  cold  water  side and hot
water side). 

Make sure the exposed ends of the eccentric feet 
are in the same level and stay vertical to the wall.



 
Mount  the  mixer  body  to  the  eccentric  feet.  Cold
supply must be on the right and hot supply on the
left.

Tighten the nuts on hot water side and cold water 
side alternately while holding the product 
horizontally.

Make sure the rubber washer with filter are included
in the nuts,  and the bulge side of  filter  should  be
opposite to the direction of eccentric feet - refer to
the left.

Insert  the  bend  pipe  vertically  in  the  connecting
straight pipe.

Fix the shower straight pipe with the body and then
tighten the nut.

Install  the flange on the mounting seat, and insert
the fixing support  into the mounting seat.   Fix the
grub screw by allen key provide.

By rotating the small lever on fixing support to adjust
the height you needed.

Turn on water supply and check for leaks.



Inspect and check if  the rubber washer is fitted in
the ball-joint  of  shower  head,  and nuts  of  shower
hose.

Screw the shower head with bend pipe by rotating
the shower head and ensure it is fully tightened.

Connect the shower hose with the hand shower and
main body.

Troubleshooting

Maintenance
Replacement of Thermostatic Cartridge

Before  replacement  please  turn  off  the
water supply and turn the mixer to on,to
allow water to drain from the mixer body.
Rotate  the  button(11C)  and  take  it  off,
loose  the  grub  screw(11B)  by  allen  key
and  then  take  out  the  handle(11A).
Remove the positioning ring(11D), plastic
ring(11E). Loose the grub screw(11G) and
take out the thermostatic cartridge(11F).

Clean  the  cartridge  or  replace  it  with  a
new one.

Install  the  thermostatic  cartridge  by
reverse steps. Take note the red marking
on the thermostatic cartridge, should keep
align with the marking on positioning ring,
and positioning rod in the handle.

Replacement of Divertor Cartridge

Rotate  the  button(12A)  and  take  it  off,
loose the grub screw(12B&12C) by allen
key  and  then  take  out  the  handle(12D).
Remove  the  plastic  ring(12E),  lock
nut(12F)  and  take  out  the  divertor
cartridge(12G).

Clean  the  cartridge  or  replace  it  with  a
new one.

Install  the  divertor  cartridge  by  reverse
steps.



Cleaning
To maintain the surface of your product, wipe with a clean damp cloth and wipe dry, do 
not use any abrasive cleaning agents or materials. If any harsh chemicals come into 
contact with the surface of the product, rinse and wipe clean immediately.
