Dimensions Installation

Prepare pipes in wall to connect

to shower, with cold on the right.

Ensure these pipes are flushed

before connecting the mixer.

Two 3/4" male fittings will be 

required (not supplied) to connect

the water supplies to the mixer.

Two1/2" female fittings will be

required (not supplied) to connect

the mixed water to the outlet

fittings

Operation Offer the mixer into the recess and mark

fixing locations.

Remove the mixer, depending on

the wall type, drill the holes and insert

 plugs, if a solid wall.

Screw to a wooden batten if

fitting into a stud wall.

Connect pipes to mixer using a suitable

sealing method and then tighten.

Ensure the mixer is level.

Turn on water supply and check 

leaks before fitting plate

Your product is factory set under balanced pressures, with specific inlet temperatures,

 as your site conditions may differ, the temperature stop position may require

 re-setting, to achieve the 38c.
