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Installation
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The valve should be installed in accordance with the water bye-laws. For further
details refer to the latest copy of Water Bye-laws guide or your local water
authority.

1.Fit off-set connectors to the water inlets in the wall,then screw the concealing
covers onto the off-set connectors until they come into contact with the wall .Seal
with an appropriate sealant.

2.Fix the connector of shower valve to the off-set connectors with spanner.
Please use a cotton sheet inside of spanner in case of any scratches. Make sure
hot inlet on the left and cold inlet on right ,otherwise it will affect the performance.

3.Screw off the connector using Allen key.

Screw on the connector back to the rail silder.

tape measure and spirit level, ensuring that when the top section of the rail which is
height adjustable is extended, it can achieve the required height for the users.Mark
one hole in required position with pen.Drill the hole in the wall with electric drill and
place the wall plug into the hole.Always check before drilling that no cables or
pipes can be damaged. Fit the connector to the fixing plate and cover.

6.Align the shower valve and connector and tighten the nuts using an adjustable
spanner. Insert the grub screw into the fixing bracket, then insert the peg on the
rear of the rail into the bracket and secure by tightening the grub screw using an
allen key, ensuring the rail is vertical.Finally connect the hand shower to the flexible
hose cone end ensuring to fit the seal, then fit the nut end to the mixer outlet, again
fitting the seal and tighten. Connect the over head shower to the shower arm outlet,
ensuring to fit the seal and tighten.

OPERATION

To turn the shower ON and OFF, rotate the left handle on the mixer

To control the temperature, rotate the right hand as indicated on the mixer, to
exceed the 38C temperature, rotate to the stop position, press the button and
continue to turn.

To adjust the rail height, turn the small level on the side of the rail and pull the top
section of the rail upwards, take care not to over extend as this will break the seal
and cause the rail to leak.

TROUBLESHOOTING

1. Output water temperature does not correspond with temperature set

Cause: Thermostat has not been adjusted base on the existing home water system
Remedy: Adjust the thermostat, refer to ““TemperatureSetting”procedure.

Cause: Hot Water temperature too low.

Remedy: Adjust the water heater , increase hot water temperature to 65 °C.

2. Crossflow, cold water being forced into hot water pipe, or vice versa, when valve is
closed

Cause: Non-return valves dirty or leaking

Remedy: Clean the non-return valves or exchange if necessary

3. Very low flow or no flow

Cause: Supply pressure inadequate

Remedy: Check hot and cold feeds . If a pump has been installed, please check to see if
the pump is working.(the valve will shut down if either the cold or hot water supply fails)
4. Water will not run hot enough when first installed

Cause: Wrong maximum temperature setting

Remedy: Adjust the maximum temperature, refer to ““TemperatureSetting”procedure.

MAINTENANCE(THERMOSTATICCARTRIDGE)

* After a period of use of the thermostatic mixer, there will be some waste or debris from
the water pipe on and around the thermostatic cartridge,which will affect the flow and
sensitivity of the thermostat. Please take out the thermostatic cartridge and clean the
cartridge strainer.Before removing any parts please turn off water supply.

* To avoid damage, please remove all chrome parts before any maintenance takes
place.

1) Take off the cap,untightenthe screw,to remove handle and washer.Removethe
thermostatic stop ring and take not of the position for replacing.(SeeFig. 1)

2) Untighten the cartridge clamp nut to take out the cartridge.(See Fig. 2)

3) Wash the cartridge with clean running water, dry and lightly grease the seals (only
use silicone grease).

4) Replace the cartridge ensuring that it is fully inserted into the mixer body

Your thermostatic mixer is set under factory pressures and conditions, therefore
re-calibration may be required after installation if the correct temperature is not
being achieved.

To do this turn the temperature handle to the 38 ¢ stop position and then carry out
the same process to remove the handle as above, do not remove the stop ring, then
turn the spindle on the thermostat to until 38c is achieved, then re-fit the handle so
that it is located at the 38c stop position
